G zone: Age of all players of the team is 60 or over (born in 1964 or before).
H zone: Age of all players of the team is 65 or over (born in 1959 or before)
J zone: Age of all players of the team is 70 or over (born before 1954)
K zone: Age of all players of the team is 75 or over (born before 1949)
The age is based on December 31, 2024
(3) Japanese players living in Japan must be members of JLBF.(B-K zone)
